Italian meeting  17. – 20.03.05

1) The main aims of the Italian meeting were integration of learners in the personal exchange of experience and getting to know the Italian partner institution and local way of working.

During the first morning of meeting (18th March), after the Mayor of Casale and Assessore Crisafulli’s welcome and after a brief introduction of each partner country coordinator, the integration of learners has been provided by a small groups work. Each group was made up of staff people of one country and learners from another country. The staff persons have interviewed learners, disadvantaged people from partner organizations (former drug abusers, immigrant, young adults from poor families), about their personal experience with sport. Then each staff persons have reported to the plenary group the information collected.

I think that this method of work has made possible a concrete integration of learners and a check in depth of positive effects of sport in their life. 

During the second day of meeting (19th March), a further opportunity of integration of learners has been given during the visit to Silvana Baj Disable people sport association, when project partners have met disable people during their sport activities (swimming, volleyball, basketball) and played a volley match.

2) The second aim was getting to know the Italian partner way of working about sport activities and has also been reached during this visits in which sport teachers and operators were involved and had shown their normal approach and teaching method to disable sportmen.

3) We have tried to arrange a timetable with workshops until 16,30 and town sightseeing later in order to show the partners also the historic centre of Casale Monferrato, because knowing the past is usefull to understand better the present of a town and a region. 

We have booked hotels very close to the town hall where the meeting has taken place so that not to waste time for movements and the historic centre has been reached on foot. 

4) We have provided copies of: agenda of the meeting, foreseen timetable, Spanish proposal of evaluation grid, table with participants’names.

We have used a projector connected to computer to show the website on a sheet.

5) The meeting has allowed to reach concrete decisions such as: maximum number of people who will fill in the questionnaire in each country, further steps of questionnaire preparing, Spanish meeting accomodation, method of internal evaluation, 

6) We have tried to support partners in arranging their travel to Italy (by airplane, by bus and by car) according to their location, needs and budget. They seem to have found good travel solution.

7) The atmosphere between the partners has been very friendly and pleasant.

All the partners have taken part to mutual dinners with local typical meal and also Piedmont wines which are really part of the local culture.

It has been so nice to play a volleyball match all together. In a project about sport a practical sport activity could not miss.

A really touching moment has been the meeting with Carmen Acunto, a disable Italian champion of shot putting, discus throwing, javeling throwing who has told us her story since terrible car accident to rebirth and gratification through sport.
The historic sightseeing has been a further opportunity of knowing each other in a nice place.
